ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:
Pinellas County Schools student in grades 7-10
2.0 GPA or higher
Qualify for free or reduced-price lunch

WHAT TO EXPECT:
Eligible students will participate in an in-person interview.
Selected students will begin receiving notifications in
November.
Accepted students will be required to attend a signing
event to officially commit to the program.

Qualified financial document required with the online scholarship application:

1040 Tax Return for 2025.
If you do not file taxes, you may be eligible if your student is a current recipient of one of
the following: SNAP, TANF, Medicaid, or currently in Foster Care or homeless.
Your student who is applying must be listed as a dependent on all income verification
documents submitted with their application.
